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Following is the bylaw item that was amended and adopted at the 2009 National Convention in Ashe-
ville, North Carolina.
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ARTICLE IV T Page 11 SECTION 2, second paragraph: To be eligible for the office of president, a candi-
date shall have served as a Chapter President; and shall have been on the National Board for at least one
year. To be eligible for the office of a vice president, a candidate shall have served as a Chapter President.
All national officers and standing committee chairmen shall have been members of a chapter at least one
(1) year. Only active members of the chapter shall be eligible for nominations.
